. Haijo is a town which has religious places of different faiths, such as Hindus,
Muslims and the Buddhists. The Muslim place of pilgrimage in Hajo is Powa
Mecca Mosque. The name of the mosque means one quarter of Mecca, which is
the holiest city for the Muslims situated in Arab. It is said that by offering prayers
in this mosque, devotees gain one fourth of the good grace that they would have
gotten in the real Mecca.
